As a flautist, he regularly goes on chamber music tours with Magdalena Kozena, Sir Simon
Rattle and other friends.

includes countless symphonic and vocal works from the great oratorios of J.S. Bach to the
ensemble music of our time and includes almost the entire symphonic output of the
Classical and Romantic periods, with an emphasis on all that is unknown, new and newly
discovered.
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
